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Covenant Committee   **** New Fine Policy  starts May 15th****  

NEW  FINE POLICY FOR VIOLATIONS:  

The Covenant Committee and the MCCA Board of Directors have approved a new 

fine policy/schedule for the violations of improper storage of waste and recycle 

containers, and also storage of recreational vehicles and boats longer than the rules 

allow.  The Restrictive Covenants under paragraph 7.1.4  and 7.1.6 reads: 

 

RECREATIONAL VEHICLES  

Permitted 24 hours before and 24 hours after a trip, for loading and unloading purposes on 

an occasional basis.  ñOccasionalò has been defined as two times per month.   

WASTE CONTAINER STORAGE:  

 7.1.6 No garbage, refuse or rubbish shall be deposited or kept on any lot or building unit 

except in a suitable container.  Loose garden trash that is required to be placed at a 

designated point in order to be collected may be placed and kept at such designated point 

for periods not to exceed twenty-four (24) hours.  All areas and equipment for storage 

and disposal of such materials shall be kept in a clean and sanitary condition.  The 

following rules apply to the collection and storage of garbage, yardwaste and recycling 

materials: 

 

- containers for storage of trash, yardwaste, recycling, etc. are to be stored in an area 

not directly in view from street and neighboring properties 

- containers are to be returned to the storage site within 24 hours of pickup and 

stored properly between pickup days. 

- containers are to be emptied on a routine basis to avoid health and safety concerns. 

 

After a warning letter,  the new policy will allow the committee to fine the violator of 

these rules,  
The Covenant Committee would like to thank all of you who do such a great job maintaining your 

yards, storing your waste containers out of sight and parking your cars in your garages. You all 

make the committees lives easier and our community a beautiful place to live. 

 

MOSS: 

Yards are required by the Restrictive Covenants to be maintained all year around, but right now is a 

very good  time to start treating for moss.  This seems to be a particularly  bad year for moss and if 

your lawn is treated right away, in a month or two,  it will look much better.  Over seeding  your 

lawn after treating for moss will fill in spots that would otherwise be left bare.  Please donôt forget 

to pressure wash your driveways and walkways.  Lately it seems every place one looks it is green! 

 

If one of your neighbors is in violation of the Restrictive Covenant  we encourage you to turn in a 

Covenant Complaint form.  The Covenant Complaint Request form can be found on our website, 

www.mcca.info or in the office.
